ture in Guinea, which has the 
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Crowley said would -be investors 

have a responsibility to take respect 

for human rights and good govern-

ance into account when contem-

plating business dealings with coun-

tries like Guinea.  

 

He also said the State Department, 

which ordered the departure of non -

essential U.S. embassy employees 

and dependents from Conakry early 

this month, has decided to bring 

them back to the United States.  

The embassy personnel and family 

members had initially been sent 

temporarily to Senegal, but Crowley 

said they are now being sent home 

because officials do not expect the 

situation in Conakry to be settled 

anytime soon.
